NOTE 1:  During the winter months for PLDC classes 01 through 05, only all leather black boots are worn.  Jungle boots are not worn either in garrison or in the training area.  This applies to all soldiers stationed on or attending training on Camp Jackson.  

NOTE 2:  Due to limited storage areas, students that show up with oversized luggage will have it removed by the sponsor NLT the end of Day Two (2).

PLDC PACKING LIST NOTES


1.  Duffel Bag is marked in black letters with soldier's last name, first name, middle initial, and social security number. Size of letters and numerals used are not less than one inch or more than two inches high. (See AR 700-84 Para 1-8)

2.  Students are required to bring two pair of boots to PLDC.  Both pairs must be the: Basic Issue Boots, Leather, black mildew resistant, (NO EXCEPTIONS).  These boots are prescribed wear for uniformity on graduation day.  Boots must be serviceable. Students may bring an extra set of boots based on the season.  Extreme Cold Weather Boots and jungle boots are authorized.

3.  Coat, black, all weather:  New style double-breasted and belted, mandatory possession date was 1 October 2001.

4.  AG 489, female, Army green uniform mandatory possession date was 1 Oct 2003.  

5.  Running Shoes or Cross Trainers are the standard. They must be serviceable.  To avoid injury, all soldiers must remember that running shoes on average are serviceable for a period of six months.  That average is dependent on how often the shoes are worn as footgear, which could reduce the shoe’s lifespan average.

6.  PT Socks may be calf high or ankle high, white and with no markings, names or logos.

7.  550 Cord OG Green: Stock Number 4020-00-246-0688

8.  Sew on Rank is optional for the following: BDU Cap, BDU Jacket, Goretex, and Coat Camouflage, Cold Weather. If rank is not sewn on these items, then pin on rank is required.  Sewn on rank is recommended on the Kevlar Cover.

9.  Helmet Band will have Last Name sewn on or handwritten in Block Letters.

10.  Goretex Jacket with nametape sewn on left sleeve pocket flap.  Nametape does not exceed 3 ½ “ in length, ½” in width; block lettering is ¼” high.

11.  If the Load Bearing Vest (LBV) is not issued, then the student will require a complete set of Load Bearing Equipment (LBE) consisting of (1) pistol belt, (2) case, small arms; (2) carrier, canteen, one-quart with canteens; (1) cup, canteen; (1) suspenders, LBE; (1) first aid pouch with dressing.

12.  The use of “Spandex” running shorts with the PFU or IPFU is optional.  Any “spandex” shorts worn are gray or black, free of logos or emblems.

13.  Bungee cords and Camel-Bak® water bladder are optional items but recommended.  Camel-Bak® carriers are allowed in Woodland Camouflage pattern only.  No labels or logos are allowed on the carrier (i.e. Camel-Bak® label must be removed).

PLDC Packing List Notes (Continued):

14.  Distinctive Unit Insignia:  For U.S. Soldiers – two for the Army green uniform, one for the black or organizational beret.  For KATUSA Soldiers – one for the black beret.

15.  All NBC Equipment will be Training Equipment. TM and all other accessories for Mask must be in the carrier.  Mask must be serviceable, complete with all accessories to include a current DA Form 2404 on the equipment.  All 2 ID soldiers are exempt from bringing the hood for the protective mask due to issue of the new style MOPP suit.

16.  Alterations to uniforms are completed prior to enrollment to PLDC. Further alterations can be done at the Academy, but turn-around time may conflict with training events. 

17.  There is a formal Dining-In conducted as part of the course curriculum.  Attire for this event is formal.  Students are required to bring sufficient funds to cover the cost of the event.  Average cost of the event is fourteen dollars.  Prices may vary slightly due to location of event.  Attire for the event is as follows:

a.  U.S. Male soldiers attire:  The Army green dress uniform is worn to the PLDC Dining In.  It is composed of the Army green coat and trousers, commercial long sleeve white shirt without button down collar and black bow tie, black oxford shoes and black dress socks.  Headgear is not worn to this event.  Other items not allowed with the Army green dress uniform are bloused jump boots, Distinctive unit insignia on shoulder loops, leadership tabs, MP accessories and brassards.  Full size medals may be worn on this uniform.

b.  US Female soldier’s attire:  The Army green dress uniform is worn to the PLDC Dining In.  It is composed of the Army green coat and skirt, commercial short sleeve white shirt without button down collar, black neck tab, and black service pumps.  Headgear is not worn to this event.  Other items not allowed with the Army green dress uniform are slacks, bloused boots, oxford shoes, Distinctive Unit Insignia on shoulder loops, leadership tabs, MP accessories, and brassards.  Full size medals may be worn on this uniform.

c.  KATUSA soldier’s attire:  A civilian suit is worn to the PLDC Dining In.  As a minimum, this means dress slacks with conservative belt, clean dress shirt with conservative necktie, sport coat or jacket, and appropriate shoes.  (This requirement is due to the fact that KATUSA soldiers are not issued a service or dress uniform.)
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
